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REDCLIFFE TRIBUTE TO BEE GEES

Redcliffe will pay tribute to the Bee Gees and Maurice Gibb this Saturday (February 1) at 7pm at a special event that will be projected on to a screen in front of the Council Administration Centre.

The night will feature Bee Gees anecdotes from local residents, footage from early television performances, excerpts from the group’s official documentary This is Where I Came In as well as a special performance by Greg Doolan.

Redcliffe Mayor, Cr Alan Boulton said the two-hour free tribute would honour the achievements of Maurice, Robin and Barry – and cast some light on the time they spent in Redcliffe. 

“The first part of the tribute will feature video interviews with a number of people who recall their early performances in Redcliffe as well as some songs from the Bandstand era,” he said.

“The tribute will be held at the Redcliffe Cultural Centre and will also be projected on to a large screen at the front of our Administration Centre in Irene Street, Redcliffe.

“Free tickets for seats at the Cultural Centre were snapped up within minutes when they were released yesterday.  

“However, the large outdoor screen will give many more people the chance to enjoy our small tribute to one of the world’s leading entertainers – and one of Redcliffe’s favourite sons.”

Cr Boulton said whilst it had been many years since the Brothers Gibb had lived and made music in Redcliffe, memories of three young and talented boys lived on.

 “Maurice, Robin and Barry used to perform on the back of a truck at the Redcliffe Speedway where the crowd would throw money at them,” he said.

“Redcliffe residents have followed their extraordinary careers with great pride and joy – and Maurice’s passing has saddened our community.”
