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In Spin Dried, Bill Casey looks at one of Australia’s most influential record labels. He examines all of Spin’s releases between 1966 and 1974, weaving in anecdotes and social history to give deeper context to the Spin story. Every Spin artist, from the most famous to the most obscure, is discussed with their singles, EPs and LPs highlighted in chronological order.

Spin’s most famous signing was the Bee Gees. Casey explains why Spin disregarded the group’s previous poor sales and backed the Gibb brothers’ remarkable songwriting skills. It was a gamble that paid off handsomely for the label - and for the group.

Spin’s principals included Clyde Packer, heir apparent to the Packer family fortune, and Sydney showbiz entrepreneur, Harry M. Miller. The book also details other participants including sound engineers and producers.

Bill Casey has been a fan of Australian music since the 1960s, and apart from collecting and listening to records, is a semi-professional musician. He currently teaches an Australian Studies course at the Uni of Qld’s Centre for Marine Studies. He lives in Brisbane with his wife and young son.
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
